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As you would be awar e, late l ast year the College appealed to have its Socio Economic Status (SES) reassessed 
in an effort to recei ve more equitable funding from the Federal Government.  

As an essenti al part of that process, the College was  required to have 95% of parents complete survey forms. We 
thank parents  for helpi ng the College in achi eving this necessar y requirement.  

After many months and proper assessments by the Department of Education, we are pleased to advise that the 
College has been success ful with its appeal which was recentl y approved by the Federal Minister for Education.  

This means  that the College will receive additional fundi ng on a per s tudent basis, backdated from the 1st Januar y 
2007. The incr eased funding will help towards  meeti ng the ongoi ng costs of the C ollege.  

I would li ke to take this opportunity to thank you for your patience and support in this process.  This i mportant 
achievement clearly demonstrates  once again the results  which can be achieved through the combined efforts of  
the C ollege, Parents , and the College Boar d.
